Subject: Disinfection Byproducts

Toward the end of the last legislative session, Sharon Moffatt and Jeff signed a letter to Doug Racine saying they
would hold some public meetings to discuss the chloramine issue. That evolved into the Symposium on
Disinfection Byproducts that we held in November. The purpose of the symposium was to bring together
nationally recognized experts on the subject of water treatment and disinfection to educate water suppliers,
operators, the legislature, and the interested public on the options, advantages and risks of various disinfection
treatment options.

Jim Fay of Champlain Water District has asked me several times if DEC and Health were going to send Racine
another letter. | told him | didn't know, but | thought that the results of the CDC study were going to be of far
greater interest to the legislature that a letter telling Racine we held a symposium and that all disinfection options
have risks.

| think the CDC report is due in December. It might not be a bad time for DEC and Health to sit down and discuss
how they want to coordinate for the upcoming session. Just remember, Jeff's position was that we regulate to
standards set by EPA and the Vermont Department of Health. They are the health experts. We are simply
regulators.
