I am pleased to provide you with a report from the Centers for Disease Control & Prevention 
(CDC) regarding their September 26-28,2007 trip to Vermont to assess community concerns 
about exposure to chloramine-treated tap water. 

Also, since the Senate Health & Welfare Committee's discussion of chloramine use in the 
Champlain Water District on January 15, the Vermont Department of Health has been contacting 
health departments and drinking water authorities in the other states that were mentioned during 
the course of testimony. We are asking them to provide information, as well as serve as direct 
contacts for you. so that you have the benefit of their complete and accurate experience with 
primary and secondary disinfection methods. 

The Health Department, in collaboration with the Department of Environmental Conservation, is 
continuing to seek out additional research on the advantages and disadvantages of the various 
primary and secondary disinfection methods, and alternatives. We will also again present the 
known health risks to consumers associated with each of the available options. We continue to 
make all available information public on our website: healthvermont.gov, then select A Healthy 
Environment or~p:/~ealthvermo~~t.~o~~/enviro/water/chlorami~~e.aspx 

Please understand that CDC's report, while informative and illuminating, does not spare the State 
of Vermont from making very difficult decisions about the continued use of chloramine. 

I look forward to continuing to work with all of our legislators to assist you in making decisions 
that are as well-informed, based on fact and evidence, and as fair to all of your constituents - and 
the approximately 68,000 customers of the Champlain Water District - as is humanly possible.
